Bevan “Bev” began cycling at Schoolboy age competing through all grades including 
competing in the Sun Tour and Warrnambool to Melbourne. Bev was also a leading 
member of the Flash Cycle Team that included Graeme McVilly, Stan Baker and Alan 
Perejuan. His 1968 event achievements perhaps reflect his best cycling year. Listed 
below are some of those outstanding career results. 
 

1964 - Winner 108 mile Beverley to Perth First and Fastest 4hrs 47min 23 sec’s 
1964 - Competed in the Perth 6 Day Cycle Race partnered by Ron Burton 
1965 - Member winning team Sun Tour of Victoria and competed in Warrnambool  
1966 - Fastest Time Collie – Donnybrook 
1968 - Winner and Fastest Time Collie – Donnybrook 
1968 - Winner Track 2 mile Westral Wheelrace  
1968 - Winner - 3-day 285-mile Wescobee Tour Perth to Albany 
1964, 66 & 70 - Fastest Time in the Lowry Memorial. 
 
VALE Rik Van Looy the Belgian cycling legend passed away on the 17/12/2024 age 90
